RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. All participants- State law mandates you must be 18 years of age to compete in any farm tractor pull in NJ. No exceptions!

2. All participants must wear a Full face helmet or goggles, long pants, shoes/boots- footwear must cover the entire foot.
3. Tires- rim diameters may not be larger than factory specifications.

4. All antique tractors are limited to 10% over factory RPM specifications.  

5. All tractors must have clevis on drawbar and drawbar height should be between 14" and 20".

6. Tractors must be model year 1959 or earlier to participate in the tractor pull.

7. The tractor must have the stock engine, frame, transmission, rear end and axle housings.

8. Tractors are required to have tire size not-to-exceed "their" tractor rim and tire size.  No cut tires.
