Rules and Regulations

Contest starts at 3pm with registration at 2pm.  Registration is open to all youth and adults. 

Registration forms are available from the Chairperson.  Once the contest has begun, registration is closed.  In order to be a division winner you must compete in all the events.

Classes and Rules *
Water Bucket relay- timed event:
You have a bucket of water with a line on the inside of the bucket- the water level is not to go below this point.  You must go down and back over a bale of straw both ways.  The person with the lowest time and the correct water level will win.

Cow Chip throwing- the cow chip that goes the furthest without going out of 
bounds will be the winner (a shovel will be used to toss the cow chip).

Milking contest- Timed event: There will be plywood cows - not real cows.  You will be required to milk the cow on a timed basis.  The one who fills the glass to the line required in the shortest amount of time will be the winner.

Spitting contest- you will be given either a small piece of candy or a piece of seeded watermelon. The person with the seed/candy that goes the furthest distance wins.

Wheelbarrow Race- Timed Event: You will start out with an empty wheelbarrow and go straight down to point B where you will find hay and straw.  You will need to bring back two bales of straw and one bale of hay.  On your way back you will pass a feed store, you stop and pick up a bag of feed.  You then come back and unload.  Please note you can not dump the load, you MUST unload it.  If your wheelbarrow happens to tip or you lose any of your supplies enroute, you must restack your load, go back to the last place you were and start again, whether at the straw/hay pile or at the feed store. 

Straw bale toss- the person who’s bale  goes the furthest distance will be the winner.  (This will be the tie breaker if needed)
*Please note any of the above classes may be changed/altered by the chairperson.
