Rules and Regulations
· Must Be 18 years old to enter with a photo ID

· All riders must wear DOT approved helmet with full face shield or goggles, long pants, boots, and long sleeve shirts

· ATV’s must be in safe mechanical condition to compete

· Riders must conduct themselves in a safe and courteous manner at all times

· Trophies will be awarded to first, second and third place finishers

· We reserve the right rework the mud pit at anytime between classes

· Objective of the event is to make the ATV go the furthest distance in the least amount of time

· Distance will be measured at the center of the front wheel of the ATV

· All tire sizes will be accepted, no chains or spikes

· Riders must stay on the ATV at all times during the run

· The order of competition will be determined at the time of registration on a random basis

· Any ATV with a 2wd/4wd switch must stay in one position during the run depending on class entered

· No riding on the edges, must stay in the pit

· Once forward progress stops, rider has 10 seconds to resume forward movement or run will stop

· Timer starts and stops with the flag

· Must have suitable hooking point for the strap

· Rider is responsible for hooking their own ATV, any or all damages incurred when being pulled out of the pit are the sole responsibility of the rider

· Speed limit is 5mph in pit area and arena except for when competing

· No alcohol is allowed in the pit area

· Helmets must be worn at all times when riding ATV

· All decisions are final and ultimate say is left up to the judges
