Animals should be in good health, free from hot spots, fleas, and ticks and have up-to-date rabies shot. The committee reserves the right to request to see your pet's rabies tag at registration.

The exhibitor and/or family must own the animal.  Limit 3 entries per family (3 different animals).


No animal less than 8 weeks of age may be entered.


No one may enter the same animal in more than one class except in the obedience, tricks and best-dressed categories.


The committee reserves the right to reject any entry. No fish, frogs, turtles, fowl, pot bellied pigs, goats, sheep, calves, colts, snakes, salamanders, chameleons, lizards or any other type of wild animal may be entered.  No Exceptions!!
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
