
Tractor weigh-in will start at 7:00 a.m. in the fenced in area off of Stryker Road.  Tractors must be on the grounds by 8:30 a.m.  Pull starts at 9:00 a.m.  Entry fee for Stock & Turf classes is $5.00 per class.  Open class is $10.00 per class. 
Registration for ALL classes will be closed at 9:00 a.m.

All participants for the adult pull must be 18 and older, wear a helmet with a full face shield or goggles and footwear must enclose the entire foot. 
Helmet requirements- §13:62-9.2 (c) All drivers shall wear a properly secured helmet which meets or exceeds the Snell Memorial Foundation Testing Standard K, M, or SA, incorporated herein by reference, as may be amended or supplemented, which has not reached the expiration date established by the Snell Memorial Foundation at the time of the event.  The standards are available from the Snell Memorial Foundation, 3628 Madison Avenue, Suite 11,
North Highlands, CA  95660.

Pulls are open to all garden tractors having either single or multi-cylinder engines with either air or liquid cooling systems.  Open class tractors are open to any tractor that 
the center of the rear axle to point of hook with a minimum of a 2" opening.

7.  
All tractors are to have working brakes and a 


working throttle that returns to idle when 


released. 

8.
All homemade tractors must have a break 


away kill switch

9. 
All tractors must have wheelie bars (same specs 


as Section 3, Rule 9).  

10.
All tractors must have working steering system


and a safety secured seat.

11.
Rear fenders that come between the driver and 


tire are required to protect the driver.

12.
Maximum speed shall be 8 mph.

13.
Exhaust is to exit above highest point of the 


tractor on at least a 75° angle, or a downward 


exhaust that is parallel to the ground.

14.
No enclosed bodies allowed on tractors.

15.
Absolutely NO ATV or four wheel motorcycles 

allowed to pull!
26.  Any tractor deemed questionable for horsepower will be required to remove cylinder head to have bore and stroke measured.  Failure to comply will result in a disqualification and forfeiture of entry fees!

SECTION 4. Open Class
1. This class is open to any garden tractor regardless of engine size, and any homemade tractor limited to 4 cylinders and a total displacement of 1000 cc’s or 60 cubic inches.

2. Any combination of transmission, gearbox, or axle assemblies can be used.

3. Homemade tractor can be no longer than 7' from center of rear axle to forward most point including weights.  Wheelbase is not to exceed 72" from center of rear axle to center of front axle.  Cannot be wider than 72" including weights.

4. Maximum tire diameter is 34" outside measurement.  No dual wheels, chains or studs allowed.

5. All moving shafts, gears, chains and belts are to be shielded to insure downward deflection.

6. Hitching device is to be 12" maximum height at pulling point, no angled hitches allowed.  Hitching device must be no less than 6" from 

conforms to the rules as defined under such heading.   Since classes go by horsepower, tractor can use non-

original engine, but engine must be a type used in production garden tractors.

SECTION 2.  Turf/Lawn Stock Classes
a. Cut or sharpened tires will not be allowed.

b. P.T.O. and lift assembly not required

c. Mower deck may be on tractor but must be disabled.

d. Tire size limited to 23 x 10.50 x 12 unless factory equipped with a larger size.

e. Engine RPM is limited to 4000 RPM.


SECTION 3.  All Garden Tractors (Turf Included)
1.
The weight is to include the tractor and driver.  All weights must be secured to the tractor at all times while pulling.

2.  
Any tractor may pull in more than one class, but only  once per class, with the exception of the first puller in each class who is the test puller.  In this case, first puller has option to pull third if not satisfied with first pull.

3. 
The maximum height of the drawbar is 12" at point of  hook.  No altered angled hitches allowed.  The hitching point can be no less that 6" from the center of rear axle to point of hook.

4.    
All tractors must use stock drive train and gearing. 
 Heavy clutch springs or belt tensioners allowed.     No aftermarket gear sets allowed.

5.      All tractors must use rubber tires no 

larger than 26x12.00x12 unless factory equipped with a larger  size.   This does not apply to the turf/lawn stock class (Section 2, Rule 4).   Dual tires, tire chains, and/or studs are not allowed.

6.
Must have a hood, grill and stock frame.

7.
Pressurized fuel and forced air induction are 

forbidden!

8.
Exhaust must be factory stock, or an upright 

exhaust at least 6" above highest point of the 
tractor.

9.
Wheelie bars are required.  Wheelie bars must be a minimum of 1" wide by 5" diameter, maximum of 9" diameter.  Skid pads a minimum of 3"x3".  All must be a minimum of 5" and a maximum of 8" behind the rear of the rear tires and a maximum of 5" from the ground contact point.

10.
At no time can any part of the pulling tractor 
interfere with the operation of the sled.

11.
Front weight brackets are not to exceed 24" from the front of the frame.  Rear weights and  brackets are not to exceed 6" behind the rear of rear tires.

12.
Bolts for wheel weights are not to exceed 5" past weights, or the rim if the tractor has no wheel weights.

13. 
Clutch, fans, and drive train must be shielded to insure downward deflection of moving parts.

14.
No governor overrides are allowed.  All tractors must be equipped with a working throttle and working brakes.  No foot throttles. 

15.
Engine RPM’s will be limited to 4000 RPM and periodic checks will be made at random.

16.
All engines will be shut off while on scale.  Tractor must enter and exit scale area at low throttle and ground speed.

17. 
Puller must be seated at all times when pulling.

No bouncing or hole digging allowed.
18.
Puller must be responsible for the tractor at all times.  If this is not possible, the team captain must assume responsibility.

19.
All pulls must start from a tight hitch, jerking is not allowed.  Participants will be allowed two attempts and 35' to start the sled.

20.
Any weights lost while hooked to the sled after the 35' line during an official pull will result in a disqualification.  Breakage is not cause for disqualification.  

21.
Tractor tires must stay within the bounds of the track.  Any tractor that crosses the line will be disqualified.   The tractor may touch the lines, but not cross.  The sled may cross boundary lines any time during the pull.

22.
Only the participants pulling and the flagman will be allowed on the track until the pull is completed.

23.
Tractors must be stopped immediately upon the signal of the flagman.  All decisions of the flagman are final!!

24.
Alcoholic beverages or drugs in any form will not be allowed on the premises.  No one under 18 years of age will be allowed in the pulling area during the adult pull. Anyone entering the premises must immediately see the secretary to sign waivers of liability against injury.  No spectators are allowed in the arena during the pull.  All participants are subject to this rule and if you do not comply, you will be asked to leave the arena. 

25.
Team captain is allowed to assist handicapped driver.

DRIVER’S RULES:
1. Required Clothing: Long pants, long sleeve shirt or coveralls, and over the ankle boots (open class only).

2. All drivers must be able to control all controls of tractor from driver’s seat.

3. Each participant enters the pull at his/her own risk and recognizes that he/she will be held responsible for any accident or injury incurred or property damage to others caused by him/her or his/her tractor while on the Warren County Farmers’ Fairgrounds.
