From RT 94: Take RT 94 south to Blairstown. Make a left onto RT 521 South.  Go to Hope, 4 way stop, go straight through (Route number changes to 519). Go approximately 10 miles to RT 46. Go straight through light, next light (4 way stop) stay straight.  At stop sign, bear left and continue on
RT 519 for about 7 miles to fairgrounds. (Follow green Fair Tent signs) In Harmony, bear left onto RT 519 by Harmony Liquor store and Harkers’ Hollow golf course. Turn right onto  Strykers Road, proceed to Livestock Exhibitor’s gate.

From RT 80 in PA: Take RT 80 East to exit 4 (RT 46 east) Stay on RT 46 east, go through town of Delaware and past Belvidere, go through light at Rite Aid, proceed to intersection of RT 46/519, approximately 5 miles. Turn right onto RT 519 south at the light (school on your right) and proceed as above.

From RT 78: Take 78 East to Phillipsburg exit. Make a left off of exit ramp. Now on RT 22, go to third traffic light, turn right by cemetery (RT 519 north) proceed 5 miles, following green tent signs to fairgrounds.   You will go through a culvert with a height restriction of 10’6”.  If your trailer will not clear this height, call for alternate directions. 

From RT 22: Take RT 22 over Easton/Philipsburg Bridge into NJ.  Proceed up Memorial Parkway (RT 22) and follow signs to RT 57 East, turn left onto Strykers Road (first light) and fairgrounds will be located on your right, approximately 3 miles.  Last gate on your right.
From RT 31

Take RT 31 north to RT 57 West (at light turn left-diner on your right, gas stations on your left) Stay on RT 57 through New Village, Broadway and Stewartsville. Go to light at Centerpoint Liquors and turn right.  Fairgrounds is a few miles north on your left.
