1. Show is open to Warren County residents only.


All herbs must have been selected and homegrown by 

the exhibitor.

Judging will be based on, but not limited to, the   following areas: disease free specimens, fragrance  and flavor, healthy color of variety entered, lack  of blemished injury and standards of the species    assuming they are grown for culinary, medicinal     and/or fragrance uses. 

4.    If an herb specimen is one that blooms all season or is grown mainly for flower parts then it will be judged according to its species. Other herbs may be penalized at judge’s discretion if entered in bloom.

5.
Three stems constitute an entry display, without roots attached unless otherwise stated in classes below.  Please bring your entries in glass jars only with weighted bottoms in an appropriate size for herb entered -no plastic or Styrofoam will be accepted; as well as the specified amount for the display or your entry will be disqualified.  

6.    Each entry must consist of a single variety (only one entry per class per variety) and entry must be correctly identified. Variety Name needs to be specified on your entry tag, or it will not be judged. 

7.    Any person entering 10 or more creditable exhibits (with a maximum of 29 entries) will be entitled to a complimentary ticket, see Show Chairperson.

Sunday, August 7 from 1-2pm in the Home & Garden Bldg. Committee will dispose of unhealthy entries during the week to maintain a healthy looking display.
