Attention all participants-State law mandates you must be 18 years of age to compete in any farm tractor pull in NJ.   No exceptions!

Helmet requirements- §13:62-9.2 (c) All drivers shall wear a properly secured helmet which meets or exceeds the Snell Memorial Foundation Testing Standard K, M, or SA, incorporated herein by reference, as may be amended or supplemented, which has not reached the expiration date established by the Snell Memorial Foundation at the time of the event.  The standards are available from the Snell Memorial Foundation, 3628 Madison Avenue,
 Suite 11, North Highlands, CA  95660.

All participants must wear a full face helmet or goggles, long pants, and
 footwear must cover the entire foot.

STOCK TRACTOR RULES

A. Tractor must be a stock block agricultural tractor with no visual engine modifications. No cubic inch limit. Engine must be original type or factory replacement. All turbochargers must be under the hood. Original hood and grill must be in place. No electric fuel pump unless stock factory equipment. Starter must be in place. All wheels must be in place. All stock tractors must have PTO and hydraulics present and working on 1960 and newer tractor or have factory manufactured cover in place. Fenders must be present on all 1960 and newer tractors.

B. All factory fuel tanks must be in place and in use and all air cleaners with proper elements in place and in use on all farm stock classes.

C. All exhaust must :

a. Discharge upward with a minimum pipe length of 18” from the hood line or use a muffler. If a curved pipe is used it must discharge forward unless it is stock factory equipped that does not allow it to be turned.

b. Be a factory underslung exhaust system in working condition.

D. No turbochargers or intercoolers allowed in 7,500 lb and 9,500 lb. classes unless original factory equipment for that make and model being entered. Turbocharger must be stock turbo for that model allowed in 11,500 lb., 13,500 lb., 15,500 lb., and 18,000 lb. classes, as well as, 15,000 lb., and 20,000 lb. farm stock 4wd.

E. Weight classes and the maximum horsepower ratings as taken from the HOTLINE EQUIPMENT GUIDE. 7,500 lb. maximum PTO HP 85; 9,500 lb. maximum PTO HP 105; 11,500 lb., 13,500 lb., and 15,500 lb.  maximum PTO HP 200. A dynamometer can be used at chairman’s discretion.  

F. Weight classes and maximum tire width for that class are as follows: 
 7,500 lb. (18.4 x 38);     9,500 lb. (20.8 x 38);     11,500 lb., 13,500 lb., 15,500 lb. (24.5). 
Rim width may not be wider than tires being used.

G. Narrow front-ends prohibited above 9,500 lb. class.
H. Contest open to two wheel drive tractors with rubber tires (no sharpened tires, no dual tires, no tire studs or chains permitted). Four wheel drive tractors allowed if front wheels are disengaged.

I. Drawbar is to be stationary in all directions with not more than 1” of movement in any one direction. Maximum height of drawbar to be 20”. Length of drawbar to be no less 18” from the center of the rear axle. Drawbar must be equipped with a steel hitching device not more than 1” thickness and minimum 3” diameter opening. Cross sectional thickness must be 7/8” minimum. Pulling point may not be more than 1 ½” from back edge of hitching device. PTPA suggests fastening the hitching device with one 7/8” or two 5/8” grade 5 bolt or bolts. No top bracing except complete factory setup. No quick hitch type adapters allowed on tractors.

J. No portion of tractor or ballast may interfere with sled or sled  hitch during pull.

K. No weight frame or weight may extend more than  24” beyond the forward most point of the tractor. All weight frames and weights must be stationary and safely secured to the tractor and must not extend rearward beyond the rear tires. No weights may be located in a position which could hinder safe operation of the tractor. No weights on the drivers seat. No weights or brackets may exceed in width 12” beyond the tires. Any ballast or external parts lost while hooked to the sled will be cause for disqualification. Internal parts excepted. No  weights or brackets to be closer than 8” to the drawbar point of hook.

L. All tractors must be equipped with workable rear wheel brakes.

M. All Stock tractors are limited to 2,600 RPMs. If at any time during a check of RPM’s the tractor exceeds 2,800 rpm the tractor will be barred from pulling at that event and all purse monies, if any have been accumulated by that tractor at that event, are forfeited back to the promoter. At any time driver may be  notified after making a pull but before leaving the track or staging area of an RPM check, not to exceed 2,800rpms.
N. During a pull the governor must be in working condition and must not allow the engine to exceed 2,600 rpm under load.

O. Any rotating PTO shaft that cannot be stopped by the driver’s hand must be shielded.

P. All stock tractors must be inspected before being allowed to hook and compete. After a tractor has been inspected and passed, a stock tractor form must be signed by the driver.

Q. The use if torque converters, automatic shifts, etc. will be permitted if original factory equipment for that make and model.

R. The committee reserves the right to use a pace tractor or dynamometer.
S. Committee reserves right to allow additional weight for safety equipment, ie., blanket, roll cage.
HOT STOCK TRACTOR RULES
A.   Tractors must be stock block agricultural tractors. Engine must be original type or factory replacement for make and model.  OEM stock type head for that model or series of engine. OEM stock type intake and exhaust manifold for that series engine.  Alterations for mounting of fuel pump allowed.  Tractors are allowed to use Electric Fuel pumps. All turbochargers must be under hood. Original style grill and hoods must be in place. All wheels must be in place. All tractors must have fenders in place. All tractors must have rear wheel brakes in working condition. All exhaust must discharge upward with a minimum pipe length of 18” from the hood line. Gas powered tractors must use only one updraft carburetor. No fuel injection on gas powered tractors.  All tractors must use fuel that engine was designed for.

B.    All chassis components must be OEM, NO ALUMINUM CHASSIS 

PARTS (i.e. rear housing, final drive housings, transmission, frame rails)

C. NO ALCOHOL, NO PROPANE, NO NITROUS OXIDE

D.   The largest fuel system allowed will be an A-pump with 1 plunger per cylinder.  All tractors must be 

 equipped with a 3-way dump valve; valve must be installed ahead of the injection pump.

E. Intercoolers/aftercoolers and water injection allowed.

F. All fans must be shrouded 360 Degrees with minimum 1/16” steel.  Electric fans allowed.

G. Maximum engine displacement of 640 cubic inches.

a. All tractors are limited to 3,000 rpm. If at any time during a check of RPM’s the tractor exceeds 3,200 rpm the tractor will be barred from pulling at that event and all purse monies, if any have been accumulated by that tractor at that event, are forfeited back to the promoter. At any time driver may be notified after making a pull but before leaving the track or staging area of an RPM check, not to exceed  3,200 RPM’s..

H. All tractors will be required to have: 

a. Fenders

b. Exhaust pipe must be cross-bolted with two 3/8" grade five bolts within 1" of each other. Note: Any tractor using a stock cast exhaust manifold, only 2 cross bolts are required in the vertical portion on the exhaust.  If a tubular exhaust manifold is being used two sets of cross bolts are required. One set of bolts mounted in the horizontal portion on the pipe right outside the turbine housing.  The second set of bolts must be mounted in the vertical portion of the exhaust. 

c. Side shields must be in place.
d. Wheelie Bars - Specifications are: 
1. Pads on bottom of bars to be a minimum of 5" square. 
2. Pads to be a minimum of 32" rearward from the center of the rear-end housing. 
3. Maximum of 10" off the ground.
4. Outside to outside width of pads to be a minimum of 20 inches 
5. Wheelie bars and drawbar should not be connected in any way. 
6. Bars must support weight of tractor for weight class being pulled. 

e. Drivers must wear a DOT helmet.

f. Must have a wide front end for 11,500 and 13,500lb classes   

g. A seat belt or 5 point harness, which must be worn during the pull if equipped.

I. The use of torque converters, automatic shifts, etc. will be    permitted on original factory equipment for that make and model.

J. No slipper clutches allowed.

K. Tractors limited to a maximum 24.5x32 tire size. Cut tires allowed.

L. Maximum of one turbocharger with a maximum measurement of 3 inches at the intake wheel and maximum Turbocharger measurement of 3 inches at the exhaust wheel. No welding or altering turbo base to accommodate smaller bolt pattern on a larger bolt pattern turbo. Alterations for mounting of turbo allowed.  Any tractor with a plastic or fiberglass hood must have the turbocharger shielded by .060’’ steel.

M. All drawbars are to be stationary in all directions. Maximum height of drawbar to be 20 inches. Length of drawbar to be no less than 18 inches from center of rear axle. Drawbar must be equipped with a steel-hitching device one inch thick, with a 3 inch diameter hole. Cross sectional thickness must be 7/8” minimum. Pulling point may not be more than 1 ¼” from the back edge of the hitching device. PTPA suggests fastening hitching device with one 7/8” or two 5/8” grade 5 or higher bolt(s). No top bracing except for complete factory setup. No quick hitch type adapters allowed on tractors.

N. No portion of tractor or ballast may interfere with sled or hitching device during pull. 

O.  No weight frame or weights may extend more than 24” beyond the most forward point of the tractor. All weight frames and weights must be stationary and safely secured to tractor, and must not extend beyond rear tires. No weights may be located in a position that could hinder safe operation of the tractor, or endanger the driver. No ballast on tractor seat or deck. No weights may exceed in width 12” beyond the tires. No weights or brackets to be any closer than 8” to draw bar hook point. Any ballast lost during a pull will justify disqualification. 

P.  All tractors must be equipped with a safety kill switch.  Diesel tractors must have a working air shutoff.  Any tractor with an electric fuel pump, the kill switch must be tied to the air shut off. The shut off must be within reach when the driver is wearing their seat belt or harness.  The air shutoff cable must have a minimum 2” diameter solid ring with a minimum 1/8” cross section thickness attached to it which must be unobstructed and easily hooked from sled. Kill switch must also be able to be operated manually by the operator from the seat of the tractor while wearing their safety harness. 

Q. All tractors must be equipped with a deadman throttle. 

R. All tractors must be equipped with a working/charged 2.5 lb. fire extinguisher.

S. All tractors must be teched/inspected before being allowed to pull.
T. Top three tractors are subject to re-inspection following completion of class
