A sled is attached to the back of the tractor and weights are placed on it.  Each participant has to pull the weighted sled a certain distance.  If he or she completes their pull, more weight is added until a winner is chosen by the most weight pulled the longest distance.  Parents are allowed in the pulling area only when it is their child's turn.
