1. All vegetables must be homegrown and selected by the exhibitor.
2.  Registration is in the Home & Garden Bldg. from 10-12pm with judging to follow.
3. All specimens displayed must be clean, but not washed. 
4. Exhibit the exact number and/or size asked for in each class or entry will not be accepted.  Please do not ask Chairman to select them for you.
5. Each entry must consist of a single
variety (only one entry per class per variety) and entry must be correctly named. VARIETY NAME needs to be specified on your entry tag. 
No Exceptions!! 
6. Any person having 10 or more individual exhibits of show quality will be given one complimentary pass for every ten items.  See show chairman after registering.  
7. If you do not want your entries back, please let the chairman know when registering.   Entries will be disposed of during the week if they begin to decompose and become unsightly in order to maintain a healthy and appealing display.
